COME OUT WITH YOUR HANDS UP!
I Timothy 2:8; Romans 6:13; Romans 12:1
INTRODUCTION

This lesson in straight forward and simple fashion seeks to encourage everyone to surrender to God. This plea is true to both the Saint and the Sinner. 
Surrender - To yield to the power, control, or possession of another upon compulsion or demand. 2. To give up completely or agree to forgo especially in favor of another
The challenge for all of us in a principle such as surrender is that we have been taught to never give up. We are to be independent, aggressive, self supporting, we want to be in control and surrender ask us to turn over control to another.

Surrender can be seen in many Biblical terms: consecration, taking up ones cross, dying to self, yielding to the Spirit. When we consider how many different ways we trust or surrender (so to speak) to people today, it should encourage greater surrender from us towards God! (Doctor prescribes medicine we can’t pronounce, pharmacist we have never met will fill prescription and tell us how much to take and when to take it, repair person come in our homes and fix gas items [possible explosive], electricians fix electrical concerns [possible electrocution], a pilot will fly us after he and his crew go into the cockpit and in a demonstration of distrust locks themselves in and we generally don’t see them again until we arrive at our destination to deplane.  
BODY OF LESSON

I. I would that men pray everywhere…. (I Timothy 2:8) [God wants men to surrender]
   A. Where – pray everywhere – not just in certain places.
     1. Not just at the altar or places in particular, but everywhere!
   B. Who - Men’s who’s hands were holy – meaning unstained with wrong

     1. This is a figure of uprightness and purity of life.

       a. see Job 17:9, Psalm 24:4, James 4:8
   C. How – Without wrath & doubting - Without animosity or bitterness toward other      

        nations or people and without disputing over questions the Holy Spirit has not 

        decided. [These angry feelings can have no place in the heart of one who really     

        prays whether in public or in private.]
II. Do we trust God enough to surrender to Him? (Trust is essential for surrender) 

    NOTE: Demonstrate the principle using F.W.P.D. E.S.T. Negotiator.

                 Bearers to surrender include fear, pride, and confusion
   A. Fear prevents surrender but “love casteth out fear.” (I John 4:18)  
18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment.        He that feareth is not made perfect in love (I John 4:18). 
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1. The benefit of surrender is that surrendered people obey God’s word, even if it doesn’t make sense or is difficult (Simon, Job, & Jesus understood surrender).
 Luke 5:4-5 (KJV)  SIMON
4 Now when he had left speaking, he said unto Simon, Launch out into the deep, and let down your nets for a draught. 
5 And Simon answering said unto him, Master, we have toiled all the night, and have taken nothing: nevertheless at thy word I will let down the net.

Job 13:15 (KJV)  JOB
15 Though he slay me, yet will I trust in him: but I will maintain mine own ways before him. 

Job 13:15 (NASB) 
15 "Though He slay me, I will hope in Him. Nevertheless I will argue my ways before Him. 

Philippians 2:6-8 (KJV)  JESUS 
6 Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: 
7 But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: 
8 And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.

2. The more one realizes how much God loves them, the easier it is to surrender.
   B. How do we know God loves us? [THE EVIDENCE IS OVERWHELMING!]

     1. God loves us Psalm 145:9   
             9 The LORD is good to all: and his tender mercies are over all his works. 
3. We are never out of His sight Psalm 139:1-3    
             1 O LORD, thou hast searched me, and known me. 
             2 Thou knowest my downsitting and mine uprising, thou understandest my thought                                           afar off. 3 Thou compassest my path and my lying down, and art acquainted with all my ways.                                                     CONTINUED
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4. He cares about us and our lives Matthew 10:28-30
      28 And fear not them which kill the body, but are not able to kill the soul: but rather fear him which is able to destroy both soul and body in hell. 
29 Are not two sparrows sold for a farthing? and one of them shall not fall on the ground without your Father. 30 But the very hairs of your head are all numbered. 

5. He blessed us to know pleasure I Tim 6:17b
     17 Charge them that are rich in this world, that they be not highminded, nor trust in uncertain riches, but in the living God, who giveth us richly all things to enjoy; 

6. He has purpose for our lives Jeremiah 29:11 read N.A.S.V.
     11 'For I know the plans that I have for you,' declares the Lord, 'plans for welfare and not for calamity to give you a future and a hope. 
7. He forgives us Psalm 86:5
   5 For thou, Lord, art good, and ready to forgive; and plenteous in mercy unto all them that call upon thee. 

8. He’s patient with us Psalm 145:8
   Psalms 145:8 (KJV) 
8 The LORD is gracious, and full of compassion; slow to anger, and of great mercy. Psalms 145:8 (NASB) 
8 The Lord is gracious and merciful; Slow to anger and great in loving kindness. 

III. Surrender is a choice Romans 6:13
Romans 6:13 (KJV) 
13 Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God. 

(We choose to who [God / another] and what [righteousness / ?]. 

CONCLUSION
God wants men everywhere to surrender!

We should trust God enough that surrender to Him is not a problem for us!

Surrender is our choice – choose whether we do or not and to what we surrender!
