Hebrews 11:24-27

Introduction
It is the goal of this lesson to look at the “difficulty of decisions” based on the points noted in Hebrews 11 involving Moses. This will allow us to look at the reality that all of us at some point and time in our lives have decisions that we need to make. In many of these instances that we must make decisions, we discover that the decisions to be made are difficult and require that we figure out a way that the appropriate choice can be made, thus the purpose of this lesson.

Body of Lesson
I. A time to decide Hebrews 11:24
   A. Faith is the substance of things hoped for the evidence of things not seen. Hebrews 11:1

   B. When he (Moses) was an adult (or old enough) 40 years old Acts 7:22-23
   C. This decision by Moses meant that he would leave or disregard the home he had known and            

        it’s pleasures and wealth. After all what good is it if a man shall gain the whole world and              

        loose his own soul Mark 8:36
   D. Jesus even expects to take priority over our parents Matthew 10:34-37
II. Decision difficulties Hebrews 11:25
   A. Choosing - root word choose - To select freely and after consideration.

      1. Moses choice was God over riches / mammon (see Matthew 6:13 for us)

   B. Sin and pleasure often go hand in hand. This is the difficulty in defeating sin, it is often 

        good to you. Remember “What’s good to you is not always good for you.” remember David   

        and Bathsheba (for David it (Bathsheba) was to him but not good for him - explain)

III. Difficult decision rewards Hebrews 11:26 (What’s the choices?)

   A. Moses look at it this way: “Worst of religion”- reproaches of Christ

IV. Faith based decisions Hebrews 11:27
   A. Decisions and especially difficult decisions must include faith in God.

       (Explain decision to work with the congregation in Baldwin and the difficulties that be)

   B. Do not forget Hebrews 11:6 - “But without faith it is impossible to please God...”

   C. Explain statement of “seeing him who is invisible” will call for a spiritual (faith / believing)          

        eye to see / believe in a spiritual God.
