Introduction
Explain that the title of this lesson is derived from the three points of our lesson text.

Body of Lesson
I. God Loved / Loves (past & present) the world.

   A) Just like parents love their children. Would we give one of ours up?

   B) The Lord isn’t desirous of any being lost (II Peter 3:9) - The Lord is 

        not slack concerning his promise, as some men count slackness; but is 

        longsuffering to us ward, not willing that any should perish, but that all 

        should come to repentance.

   C) Based on the fact that God loves us, we should also love one another, 

        other-wise how can we claim to know God (I John 4:7-21).

II. God Gave his Son (because he loves us).

   A) What have we given? Money, service, talent, anything at all?

     1. We need to “put up or shut up.” (James 5:17) Therefore to him that 

         knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin.

III. God Wants us to believe in Jesus

   A) We all have a belief in something.

      1. Job, spouse, parents, etc.

      2. But belief in Jesus Christ can bring everlasting life (John 3:16 c).
   B) God loves us so and wants us to believe in Jesus so that we can be    

        saved because “God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we 

        were yet sinners, Christ died for us” (Romans 5:8).

   C) After all (John 15:13) states - Greater love hath no man than this, that a 

        man lay down his life for his friends (think about it, Jesus died for us 

        when we were basically enemies, simply not worthy, let alone a friend).

God wants us to believe in his Son!
