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INTRODUCTION
In Mark chapter 5, we find the healing of one who is possessed with multiple demons (Satan) that is named Legion (because they are many v. 9). These demons are referred to as unclean among other names. This man gives meaning to the old term - “the devil made me do it” seeing as how the possession by the demons caused unusual behavior v. 3-5. Here we find Jesus and his Disciples arriving in the country of the Gadarenes, which includes the village of Gerasa on the southeast shore of the sea of Galilee.

BODY
I. You ought to tell somebody, but can you handle it? Mark 5:1-5
   A) Background on what Jesus handled / dealt with (can we handle it?) V. 3
        NOTE: We have some complicated people that we are going to need to deal with (explain).

      1. This man lived in the tombs (a graveyard in the mountains / cliffs) v. 3
      2. He could not be bound (handcuffed, chained, tied, etc.). Because in this case demonic 

          possession caused excessive strength so that he was able to break free v. 3-4.

      3. It is said that this man cried (hollered as screaming could be heard at various times of the 

          day and night) and also cut himself v. 5 (Baal worshipers also cut themselves like this).

   B) It might not be as rough for us many times, but in John 4:7, 16-20, 21-24, & 27, we find 

       situations that we will need to be able to handle (can we BREAK DOWN BARRIERS).

      1. John 4:7 Race - Jew / Samaritan                     (Can we handle it?)

      2. John 4:16-20 Saved / lost (or sinner / saint)        “    ”        “     ” 

      3. John 4:21-24 Doctrinal differences (pagan infl.)  “    ”        “     ”

      4. John 4:27 Gender - male / female

II. You ought to tell somebody, Jesus can fix it! Mark 5:5-10
     note: Jesus garnered the respect (worship K.J.V.) Of Legion v. 6
   A) Jesus can fix it when no one else can Matt. 17:14-20 (story of another that was possessed).

      1. From Matthew 17:14-20 Jesus accomplished / did what even the Disciples couldn’t do.

        a. Often times, we try to get the wrong people to take care of things when we need to 

            consult those that can get the job done, as Jesus did (like wanting to fly w/ eagles w/buzz)

   B) “You better Recognize” (slang term of the day - have audience repeat to their neighbors).

       1. Note the change after the word but in v. 6 and explain.

       2. In v. 6, Legion recognized / knew who Jesus was.

       3. Satan and his angels believe James 2:19 (explain doctrinal stance about belief will save).

       4. Demonic possession and self-destruction often accompany one another Mark 9:17-29.
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III. You Ought to Tell Somebody, Lose Your Swine! Mark 5:11-13
   A) demons seem to request some type of mercy and ask Jesus to send them into the swine v. 12
   B) Some of us have things we need to let go into the departing swine of our mines that these 

        things might be drowned in the sea of forgetfulness (Share story of Monkeys & Fruit trap).

        Audience - repeat after me - If you’re catching hell, don’t hold on!

   C) May want to see Luke 17:1 (offense / scandalin - The part of the trap that is baited). 

IV. You Ought to Tell Somebody, because if we don’t, who will? Mark 5:14-17
   A) Witnesses told others who came to see also v. 14.

      1. There can be real danger in second-hand information, because it doesn’t come from  the 

          original source.

   B) We need to be like the Bereans - These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that 

        they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, 

        whether those things were so Acts 17:11

      1. Take time and study to show thyself approved unto God .... II Tim. 2:15 and check behind 

          all teaching / preaching so that you can be sure that the things you are taught are so.

      2. Remember what Paul told Timothy - “The time will come when they will not endure sound

          doctrine; but after their own lust shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching 

          ears; And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned to fables.

          II Timothy 4:3-4
      3. From within the ranks of the Church’s leadership shall false teachers come / arise 
          Acts 20:28-31.

V. You ought to tell somebody, but who you gonna tell? Mark 5:19-20
     Statement - Evangelism starts at home!

A) We are going all over the world, but will not go next door. This renewed individual was 

     told to go / start at home v. 19-20
   B) Remember from Matthew 10 Jesus sent disciples “to the lost sheep of the household of 

        Israel (The Limited Commission).

   C) Then came the charge for the Great Commission Matt. 28:19-20, Mark 16:15-16

       1. Teach / Preach the Gospel I Cor. 15:1-4

       2. Baptize Matt. 28:19-20, Acts 2:38, Galatians 3:26-27, Mark 16:15-16, John 3

       3. Then a second teaching Matthew 28:20

          a. Explain concept TEACH, BAPTIZE, AND 2ND TEACHING Matt. 28:19-20
