   A. One is saved from sins Mark 16:16  I Peter 3:21
   B. You have remission of sins Acts 2:38
   C. Sins are washed away (Blood of Jesus/Detergent) 
        Acts 22:16  Hebrews 9:22 &10:22 I Peter 3:21
   D. One enters the Church I Corinthians 12:13 Acts 2:41, 47
   E. One enters Christ Galatians 3:26-27
   F. One is born again (a new creature) Romans 6:3-4 II Corinthians 5:17
   G. One walks in newness of life Romans 6:3-6

   H. One obeys Christ Mark 16:15-16 Acts 10:48 II Thessalonians 1:7-9
II. No Baptism, No Benefit!

   A. Shouldn’t it be clear by now that if ONE IS NOT BAPTIZED, HE/SHE                    

        CANNOT RECEIVE ANY BENEFITS OF BAPTISM? This would 

        mean that One has not completed the very act/obligation 

        (command/directive) of  Baptism (have not obeyed).

III. Jesus Christ is coming back for “The Church” (ekklesia-called out).

   A. Without spot or wrinkle Ephesians 5:23-27
   B. Remember that we are added by baptism I Corinthians 12:13 Acts 2:41 

        by God Acts 2:47 (Jesus Christ).

   C. NO BAPTISM, NO ADDITION (not added to the Church).

If you want to receive the aforementioned BENEFITS, Baptism is Essential!
